Arch Production
The Arch Production is a performance that candidates

and Nobles will enjoy. The program recognizes the novice
as a respected and very important individual.

The purpose of the (unfinished) 12-foot arch, is its con-
struction stone by stone while the ritual cast narrates the
script. Patriotism is demonstrated by introducing 50 state
flags of the United States of America. The main attraction
at the end of the program is the welcome arrival of a
patient who has been treated at the Shriners Hospital for
Children.

The unusual twist, which is a departure from 100 years
of tradition is centered on education rather than ‘hot sands’
initiation  which was part of the candidate’s introduction to
the Mystic Shrine in former years.

Large stones are used to build the 12-foot tall arch. It
shows lighted Masonic, York Rite, Scottish Rite, and
Shrine emblems. Wooden sleds are used by the quarry
workers to transfer the stones. The actors wear the cos-
tumes appropriate to the attire worn in ancient times.

It is a well done production, worthy of your attendance.
